Floor jack or transmission jack
Jack stands or Vehicle Lift

Installation

1. Onasolid, level surface, jack up the front of the vehicle to a good working height,
making sure both wheels are off of the ground, and secure with (2) jack stands under the
frame, one on each side. Also, be sure to leave enough room to fully unload the coil
spring.

2. Remove wheel(s) then loosen and remove front sway bar end links (top and bottom) from
both driver and passenger side. This will allow you to rotate the sway bar out of the
working area.

3. Remove cotter pin from the upper ball joint and loosen the castle nut, but DO NOT

remove at this time.

Using a separator, or pickle fork, separate the upper ball joint from the spindle.

Jack up on the lower A-Arm until the castle nut can be removed. Remove the upper arm

from the spindle and frame. NOTE: Retain the shims for installation of new upper A-

Arm.

6. Install the UMI upper A-Arm on the vehicle’s frame first, but DO NOT tighten at this
time.

7. Install the upper ball joint into the spindle and tighten. Then install the new cotter pin.

8. Move to the opposite side and repeat steps #4 - #8.

9. Mount the wheels and carefully lower the vehicle to the ground.

10. Re-install the factory shims retained from step #6 on the UMI upper A-Arms and tighten
bolts on the frame.

11. Have vehicle properly aligned.
